Of course, many end users accepted this, however almost all
foams contain Polyfluorinated Carbons (PFC’s), of which PFOS is one, and
therefore they are all as harmful as each other. Solberg were aware of this
back in 2000 and that is why they set about finding a safe alternative that
would actually work.
